» Wear safety goggles to protect your eyes from
battery acid, gasoline, dirt, and dust.

FIRE AND EXPLOSION

Gasoline is highly flammable and gasoline
vapor is explosive. Never smoke while
working on vehicle. Keep all open flames
away from gasoline tank and lines. Wipe up

To prevent accidental movement of the blade,
always turn the control OFF whenever the
snowplow is not in use. The power indicator
light will turn OFF.

These torque values apply to fasteners
except those noted in the instructions.
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Repeat Step 3 on the driver's side of the vehicle.

Align the four holes in each side of the pushbeam
with the holes in the mount plates. Attach the
pushbeam to the mount plates using eight

1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screws (four on each end). Place
a 1/2" locknut on each cap screw, and fully tighten
according to the torque chart.

Fully tighten the fasteners securing the mount
plates to the frame rails according to the torque
chart.

Measure the distance between the pushbeam
rear hole and the ground. If it exceeds 11-1/2",
install the accessory Height Adapter Plate

Kit (PN 77555) to ensure optimum plowing
performance.

A CAUTION

Use caution not to pinch, cut, or drill through
any wires or hoses running along the frame
rails.

8. Using the remaining hole in the passenger-side

mount plate as a guide, drill a 17/32" hole into
the side of the vehicle frame rail. Repeat on the
driver's side.

9. Bend the two cap screws with handles as shown
below.

10. Insert a 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw with handle
into the large hole in the passenger's side of
the vehicle frame rail, pass it out through the
previously drilled 17/32" hole in the frame rail, and
through the mount plate. Attach a 1/2" locknut and
fully tighten according to the torque chart. Repeat
on the driver's side.

11. Bend the ends of the cap screws with handles
against the frame rail.

NOTE: After five to ten hours of snowplow usage,
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
