ADJUSTING MATERIAL FLOW

The rate of material flow on your drop spreader may
be adjusted for your specific material and usage by
using the calibration cam on the main frame.

1. Loosen the black knob and toothed washer. Toothed

2. Adjust the cam wheel to the desired setting.
Higher numbers mean increased flow, lower
numbers result in reduced flow.

3. Tighten the black knob and toothed washer to lock
the setting.
