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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

PERSONAL SAFETY

Remove the ignition key and put the vehicle in
PARK or in gear to prevent others from starting
the vehicle during installation or service.

A WARNING

Lower the blade when vehicle is parked.
Temperature changes could change
hydraulic pressure, causing the blade to
drop unexpectedly or damaging hydraulic
components. Failure to do this could result in
serious personal injury.

A WARNING

The driver shall keep bystanders clear of the
blade when it is being raised, lowered, or
angled. Do not stand between the vehicle and
the blade or within 8 feet of a moving blade. A
moving or falling blade could cause personal
injury.

A WARNING

Keep hands and feet clear of the blade and
A-frame when mounting or removing the
snowplow. Moving or falling assemblies could
cause personal injury.

A WARNING

Do not exceed GVWR or GAWR including the
blade and ballast. The rating label is found on
the driver-side vehicle door cornerpost.

A WARNING

To prevent accidental movement of the blade,
always turn the control OFF whenever the
snowplow is not in use. The power indicator
light will turn OFF.

FIRE AND EXPLOSION

13/32" diameter holes in the UTV frame members.

Secure the upper section of the skid pan assembly
to the UTV frame by inserting 3/8" x 1-1/4" cap
screws through the upper drilled holes, and
securing with 3/8" washers and 3/8" locknuts
behind the vehicle frame member. If needed, insert
square washers between the frame and skid pan.

Tighten fasteners according to the torque chart.
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8. Install the mount beam as shown below using
1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screws and 1/2" locknuts.
Choose the set of holes in the skid pan assembly
that positions the mount as close as possible to
10-1/2" from the ground when measured as
shown.

9. Verify that the mount beam is level from left to
right and tighten the 1/2" fasteners according to
the torque chart.

10. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.
Ensure that each U-bolt leg is tightened evenly.

11. Measure the distance between the mount
beam rear hole and the ground. If it exceeds
11-1/2", install the accessory Height Adapter
Plate Kit (PN 77555) to ensure optimum plowing
performance.

NOTE: After five to ten hours of snowplow usage,
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
