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SPREADER INSTALLATION

3-Point Mount Installation

NOTE: Remove any existing trailer hitch and other 
after-market equipment that may interfere with 
the installation of this product according to these 
instructions.

1. Insert the clevis bracket into the upper channel 
and center. Using the clevis bracket as a template, 
drill 13/32" holes in the upper channel. Secure 
with two 3/8" x 2" cap screws, 3/8" washers, and 
3/8" fl ange nuts.

2. Insert the channel brackets into the upper and 
lower channels of the spreader frame.  

3. Insert the square tubing caps onto the upright 
frame stands and align the frame stands with the 
channel brackets on the back of the spreader 
frame.

4. Using the channel brackets as a template, drill 
13/32" holes in the upright frame stands. Secure 
with 3/8" x 3-1/4" cap screws, 3/8" washers, and 
3/8" fl ange nuts.

5. Install the lift arm pin into the upright frame stands 
as shown.

6. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.
