Place the passenger-side mount against the
outside of the passenger-side frame rail. Install
1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screws through the mount
and frame. Secure with 1/2" washers and

1/2" locknuts. Hand tighten.

Before drilling any holes, check to be sure
that no vehicle wiring or other components
could be damaged.

3. Check that the rear of the mount is pushed up
against the bottom of the frame. Using the mount
as a guide, drill a 17/32" hole through the frame.
Insert a 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw with handle
through the drilled hole. Secure with a 1/2" washer
and 1/2" locknut. Hand tighten.

4. For vehicles equipped with tow hooks: Place
the driver-side mount against the outside of the
driver-side frame rail. Reinstall the front tow hook
fastener through the mount and tow hook. Reinstall
the rear tow hook fastener. Hand tighten.

For vehicles not equipped with tow hooks: Place
the driver-side mount against the outside of the
driver-side frame rail. Install a 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screw
through the front hole of the mount. Secure with a
1/2" washer and 1/2" locknut. Hand tighten.

A CAUTION

Use caution not to pinch, cut, or drill through
any wires or hoses running along the frame rail.

5. Check that the rear of the mount is pushed up
against the frame. Use the mount as a guide to
drill a 17/32" hole in the location shown above.
Install a 1/2" x 1-1/4" fastener through the hole,
and secure with a 1/2" washer and 1/2" locknut.
