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PERSONAL SAFETY

Gasoline is highly fl ammable and gasoline 
vapor is explosive. Never smoke while working 
on vehicle. Keep all open fl ames away from 
gasoline tank and lines. Wipe up any spilled 
gasoline immediately.

Lower the blade when vehicle is parked. 
Temperature changes could change 
hydraulic pressure, causing the blade to 
drop unexpectedly or damaging hydraulic 
components. Failure to do this could result
in serious personal injury.

Remove the blade assembly before placing 
vehicle on hoist.

The driver shall keep bystanders clear of the 
blade when it is being raised, lowered, or angled.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, the
vehicle and all snowplow components should be 
on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as concrete.

1. Remove lower bumper fasteners that attach the 
bumper to the frame along the lower edge of the 
bumper.

2. Lift the mount into place and secure, but do not 
fully tighten the front with the two 1/2" x 1-3/4" cap 
screws, 1/2" spring lock washers, and 1/2" fl at 
washers provided.

3. With the rear of the mount clamped to the frame 
rails, use the two rear mount holes on each side 
as guides to drill four 17/32" holes through the 
frame rails.

4. Place a 1/2" fl at washer on each of four 
1/2" x 1-1/4" cap screws with handles. Loosely 
fasten the rear of the mount by inserting the four 
cap screws with handles and fl at washers through 
the slots in the frame rails, then into the previously 
drilled holes. It is necessary to bend the handles 
welded to the cap screws to accomplish this. 
Secure each fastener with a 1/2" locknut.

5. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.

6. Measure the distance between the mount beam 
rear hole and the ground. If it exceeds 11-1/2", 
install the accessory Height Adapter Plate Kit 
(PN 77555) to ensure optimum plowing performance.

7. Bend or trim handles after installation to avoid 
interference with vehicle components.

NOTE: After fi ve to ten hours of snowplow usage, 
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
