1. Park the vehicle on a smooth, level, hard surface,
such as concrete. Turn the vehicle ignition to the
"OFF" position and remove the key.

Flip up or remove the chute from the hopper.

Assemble the shutter using a 5/16" x 3/8" shoulder
bolt, the plastic washer, and a 5/16" locknut

as shown in the following illustration. Tighten
fasteners.

4. Slide the shutter assembly in from the bottom

between the deflector arms.

5. Use two 1/4" x 3/4" cap screws and 1/4" locknuts

per side to attach the shutter assembly to the
deflector.
