eight 3/4" x 3" cap screws, eight 3/4" washers,
and eight 3/4" locknuts as shown. The notches in
the attachment plates must face the center of the
snowplow. Tighten to 269 ft-Ib (365 N-m).

Secure each end of each pin with the ATTACHING SNOWPLOW TO
eight provided 3/8" x 3" cap screws LOADER
and 3/8" locknuts as shown. Tighten to
30.8 ft-Ib (41.8 N-m) The pusher plow mount is designed to work with the

vehicle's OEM attachment bracket.

1. Position the loader close to the snowplow with the
attachment bracket aligned with the mount plates.

2. Tilt the loader plate forward and position the
top edge of the attachment bracket under the
receiving pockets on the mount plates.
